Free School Meals and Pupil Premium Funding — All children from Reception to Year 6

At this difficult time, we are very aware that many families may be experiencing increased hardship and
financial challenges. Many families will often be eligible for pupil premium / free school meal funding but do
not realise. This scheme is available to all children in school from Reception upwards.

For every child (Infant and Junior) that is entitled to free school meals (pupil premium), the school receives
additional funding to enhance provision in school and improve progress and outcomes for children. As well
as helping us to enhance the learning support and provision available to children in school and fund free
school meals, in certain cases, we may also be able to support children and families in a variety of different
ways including enrichment experiences.

Therefore, please apply even if you do not wish to take up your free school meal or you currently have
universal infant free school meals. Please use this link to complete an application: https://nsod.n-

somerset.gov.uk/kb5/northsomerset/directory/fsm.page

You will receive an instant response as to whether you are entitled to free school meals (pupil premium
funding) once you have submitted your claim. All you need is your National Insurance Number and a current
email address. When your application is received, your eligibility will be checked with the Department for
Education, Department for Work and Pensions and HM Revenue and Customs. If unsuccessful, children in
Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 will still receive universal infant free school meals.

Thank you for your support as the funding received from the government’s pupil premium scheme really
does help to make a difference to the provision we can offer in school.
